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The revised XJ6 which went on sale

in October 1994 remained much
the same as the old one mechani-
cally, in a mew body with the
traditional Jaguar hallmarks.
Changes were devised to the front
and back but the middle section &
comprising the doors and roof , the
most expensive parts to re-tool,
retained the familiar _profile
introduced with the XJ40 in
September 1986.

The Jaguar grille was expanded
impertinently resembling the
flared twin nostrils of a BMW and
a feature of the orlginal XJ6 of
1968, curved humps over four headlights, made a welcome return. The grille and
bumper facings were painted to match the body colour and there were new rear light
moldings following the sweeping curve of the hoot lid, hollowed out for the number
plate. The long rear overhang remained and pre-production prototypes pictured on
testin the West Midlands, had disguises applied to the boot in an effort to keep some
of the car's secrets until the official launch at the autumn motor shows. The interior
had the customary wood and leather furnishings, with the instruments housed in a
binnacle ahead of the driver. Prices for the new range with a choice of 3.2 or 4.0 litre,
six cylinder AJ16 engines were little changed, starting at £27,000.

Jaguar was bracing itself for a fresh start. It needed to match Mercedes-Benz and
BMW for quality and reliability and the new XJ saloons were the making of it. They
looked superb, handled splendidly, they were quiet, sumptuously furnished and
serene. Had it not been a success the new X300 could have been the last Jaguar-
engineered Jaguar , with successors conceived in Detroit with Ford parts, even
though Ford was unlikely ever to surrender Jaguar's charisma intentionally.

If ke Lincoln, it became the Jaguar Division of Ford Motor Company, it could still be
a commercial success, despite the loss of traditional Jaguar buyers to BMW or
Mercedes-Benz. There would be plenty of new customers to take their place.

That was not Ford’s plan and there was scarcely a feature or component on the new

X] that betrayed a Ford connection, partly because it was a development of a concept
more than 25 years old!ll It was hard to believe the XJ6 spanned a quarter of the
entire history of the motor car. What an inspired piece of work it was when new and
whata success it might have been throughout, if only it had always been put together
properly!iilt
